Mariano Sanz obtained his Medical Degree from the Universidad
Complutense de Madrid (UCM) in 1981. He later completed a Special-
ty in Stomatology in 1983 and earned a Doctorate in Medicine (PhD)
from the same university in 1985. In 1988, he moved to UCLA (USA) to
specialize in Periodontology and returned to UCM in 1989 to become
Professor of Periodontology.

Since then, he has served as Chairman of Periodontology, Director of
the ETEP (Etiology and Therapy of Periodontal and Peri-Implant Dis-
eases) Research Group, and Chair of the Postgraduate Periodontology
program (EFP-accredited Perio Specialty Program) at UCM. Mariano
Sanz is also a Type |l professor at the University of Oslo.

He is a member of the Academia Europaea and has received six honor-
ary doctorate degrees from the Universities of Gothenburg (Sweden),
Coimbra (Portugal), San Sebastian (Santiago de Chile), Buenos Aires
(Argentina), the Medical University of Warsaw, and the University of
Athens (Greece).

Mariano Sanz is the former Dean of UCM and has served as President
of the Spanish Society of Periodontology, the European Federation of
Periodontology, and the European Federation of the IADR.
